Gospel: Just as the apostles were called to follow Jesus, we have all been called by our
baptism. We have been called from many different places and for many different
purposes. And this child is also being called. The parent’s job, and the community’s job
now is to help this child follow Jesus by setting good example, worthy of our own
calling.
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4t Ordinary

First Reading: [ will put my words into his mouth. Just as God the Father put his words
into Jesus’ mouth, so through baptism he puts them into ours —and calls us to live out
these words in our lives.

Gospel: We too will have power when we speak God’s words.
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Second Reading: I have been entrusted with a stewardship. As with St Paul, we also
have been entrusted with a stewardship. In particular, these parents have been entrusted
with the faith development of their child. And all of us have been entrusted with helping
them.

Gospel: Everyone is looking for you. The world is still searching for Jesus. Through
baptism, we (and this child) are called to bring Jesus to a needy world. By living out our
call, people in our day will also be healed and evil will also be overcome.
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Second Reading: Do everything for the glory of God. Parents: It gives God great glory

when you bring your children to be baptized and claim your child for God. And it
continues to give him glory when we raise them in the faith.

Gospel: Ifyou wish you can make me clean. Just as the leper, we are in need of
cleansing. In baptism this child is cleansed —as were we. If we have slipped, we can
always renew in the sacrament of reconciliation.
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First Reading: Remember not the events of the past. See I am doing something NEW. In
baptism, God is doing something new—we are given a rebirth into that new and
everlasting life of Jesus.

Second Reading: “Yes” has been in him. That is, yes to God the Father’s will. In
baptism we are also called to that unequivocal yes.
